
RBD declaration process
Authorised Officer 

believes 
a dog to be a RBD

Owner can provide proof 
dog is an “Amstaff” as per 

requirements in the
‘approved standard’

•No proof  dog is ‘Amstaff’
•AO makes declaration 
in accordance with DAA 
and approved standards.
•AO must be appointed
under section 72 to do so

Owner accepts declaration
Dog was in Victoria 

before 1 September 2010 
AND

Dog was registered 
(as any breed) prior 
30 September 2011

Owner accepts declaration
Dog NOT in Victoria 

before 1 September 2010 
AND/OR

Dog was not registered 
prior to 30 September 2011

Owner challenges declaration

Owner applies to VCAT
for review

Council MAY register dog
Dog may be kept

Must be under the 
prescribed conditions

Council CANNOT register

Dog must be destroyed

VCAT uphold the 
declaration

Council action continues 
as per legislation

Proof is deemed to meet
acceptable exemption

Dog is NOT a
restricted breed dog

VCAT overturn declaration 
the dog is

NOT of a restricted breed
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
