• 8 years membership 
• Bred 3 litters under own or shared Prefix 
• Bred 2 champions 
• 6 stewarding appointments
• Demonstration of ongoing commitment 

to dog showing

GROUP PRAC. ASSESSMENT (1 PER YEAR)
• First time: 15 Intensive Critiques (including 

one specialty) and 50 dogs judged
• Resit: 7 Intensive Critiques and 25 dogs 

judged
• Submit application and fees by due date
• Judge 2 breed and 1 mini group classes 
• Pass – at least two assessors pass each 

class 
• Result sent after 24 hour appeal period

SINGLE BREED THEORY EXAM
• Submit application and fees by te 

due date 
• Pass for life (75% or over) 

SINGLE BREED PRACTICAL ASSESSMENT
• Submit application and fees by due date 
• Judge a five dog class, a five bitch class 

and a Best of Breed class 
• Pass – at least two assessors pass each 

class 
• Result sent after 24 hour appeal period
